
 

 

Board of Governors Motion Issue Sheet 

 

 

• Subject Matter of Motion (insert a short phrase) 

 

Request the Board of Director to pass a motion requiring ACBL Management to formally and fully 

support a website developed by local NABC volunteers and prominently publicize it on the ACBL’s 

website and ACBL Bulletin. 

 

• Statement of Issue (one or two sentences) 

 

Currently, the ACBL refuses to respect or support the hundreds of hours of local effort supporting 

NABCs.  Local committees have, for many years, developed and maintained websites with local 

information of great interest to players.  Now, ACBL refuses to link to these or even list them, while 

claiming to want to work with local committees, and is incapable of correcting even trivial errors on its 

website, even ones it has known about for months, let alone adding current and evolving content of 

importance to the local volunteers and of great use to players and other tournament attendees 

 

• Material impacts (what the change causes and who it affects) 

 

It would impact ACBL IT and Marketing Department in requiring them to cooperate with and support 

the efforts of local NABC volunteers without the self-serving “power trip” they current demonstrate.  It 

would also greatly increase the information available to players which should positively benefit NABC 

attendance and player enjoyment. 

 

• Reasons why the Board of Governors should adopt the motion (Please attach a succinct

In previous interactions with the Providence NABC Committee (and others), the ACBL has 

continuously demonstrated 

 

(a) Actively taking content developed by the local committee and then, without permission or 

acknowledgement, presenting it as their own work 

(b) A lack of the very basic technical skills to make even minor corrections to errors on its website 

(c) Its single focus on its own power and total control, even over volunteers donating hundred of 

hours of work, with no regard for either their efforts or their contributions 

(d) Its refusal to answer or even acknowledge emails and other contacts from local NABC 

volunteers on Marketing and technical issues 

 

• Risk if the motion is not approved 

 

The ACBL website will continue to lack beneficial information about NABCs and local volunteers will 

learn the message the ACBL has nothing but disrespect for their concerns, their goals, and their efforts, 

unless then can be taken by the ACBL and presented by the ACBL as their own.
